INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
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1.	 For drain installation instructions, reference Zurn document Form # 
RD139.

2.	 Locate the drilled and tapped screw holes on the top surface of the cast 
iron clamping collar lugs. There are three tappings for drain outlet sizes 2 
thru 4 [51 thru 102], and four tappings for drain outlet sizes 6 thru 8 [152 
thru 203].

3.	 Position the perforated gravel guard so that the inside screw hole tabs 
align with the tappings in the cast iron clamping collar.

4.	 Set the perforated gravel guard down, centering it around the clamping 
collar.

5.	 Using the hardware provided, insert the #10-24 Round Head Machine 
Screws into each tab hole and engage each tapping.

6.	 Tighten down the machine screws with a screwdriver until the gravel 
guard is snug and secured.
