INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
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For drain bodies with 2[51] thru 4[102] outlet sizes
1.	 For drain installation instructions, reference Zurn 

document Form # RD139.
2.	 Locate two of the drilled and tapped bolt holes on 

the underside surface of the cast iron drain body. 
The selected bolt holes should be 180 degrees 
apart.

3.	 Thread the provided rod into the two bolt holes.
4.	 Prepare the other two threaded rods by threading 

jam nuts facing downwards with washers onto 
them.

5.	 Slide the underdeck clamp onto the threaded rod 
that is attached to the drain body and hold in place 
with a washer and jam nut.

6.	 Using the threaded rod assembly from Step 4, 
insert the rod downward through the clamp collar 
and hand tighten the nut until the underdeck clamp 
is held in place.

7.	 Adjust both nuts (one upwards and one 
downwards) to pivot the clamp until it is secured to 
the underside of the roof deck.

8.	 Tighten the nuts securely, forcing the underdeck 
clamp to push and secure the drain body against 
the underside of the roof deck.

9.	 Repeat the process with the second clamp.

For drain bodies with 6[152] and 8[203] outlet sizes
1.	 Locate two of the drilled and tapped bolt holes on 

the underside surface of the cast iron drain body. 
The selected bolt holes should be 180 degrees 
apart.

2.	 Insert the provided rod into the two bolt holes.
3.	 Place the two halves of the underdeck clamp 

so that they overlap each other and create a full 
circular clamp.

4.	 Slide the combined clamp components over the 
threaded rods that are extending down from the 
drain body.

5.	 Secure the clamps with provided jam nuts and 
washers and tighten down until the clamp secured 
the drain body from the underside of the roof deck.
